Program: Pyongyang-Kaesong –Mt. Myohyang-Wonsan-Mt. Kumgang 
(7nights/8days) 
 
Day 1: arrive in Beijing, stay at the Holiday Inn Express in Wangjing 
 
Day 2: meet at lobby of hotel at 9am to depart for Beijing International 
Airport. Arrive in Pyongyang by JS 152.  See the Arch of Triumph.  
Check-in at Yanggakdo International Hotel.  Welcome dinner 
 
Day 3: Visit Mangyongdae native house (birth place of Kim Il Sung); visit 
Bongsu Church (Christian church); take a ride in the Pyongyang Metro; visit 
Kim Il Sung Square, Central Art Gallery, Foreign Language Bookshop, 
Tower of Juche Idea, Monument to Party Founding, and American spy ship 
“Pueblo.”  Have dinner at the first and only Italian Pizza Restaurant (please 
expect an extra cost of approximately $10 per person).  Play at the 
amusement park in the evening at Kaeson Youth Park with the locals 
 
Day 4: Leave for Kaesong and Panmunjom (DMZ) by bus; visit the Koryo 
History Museum; on the ride back to Pyongyang, visit the Migok 
Cooperative Farm in Sariwon.  At night, watch the Arirang Performance. 
 
Day 5: Leave for Mt. Myohyang by bus, for hiking; visit International 
Friendship Exhibition and Pyohyon Temple; travel back to Pyongyang and 
visit the Pyongyang Schoolchildren’s Palace.  Dinner at the first every fast 
food hamburger joint (please expect an extra cost of approximately $10 per 
person) 
 
Day 6: Visit People’s Study House, Kim Il Sung University, Victorious 
Fatherland and Liberation War Museum.  In the afternoon, leave for Wonsan 
by bus and visit the Tomb of Dong Myong King on the way there.  Sleep 
overnight at the Dongmyong Hotel at Wonsan 
 



Day 7: Leave for Mt. Kumgang, Guryong Waterfall, and Samli Lake.  
Overnight at Dongmyong Hotel 
 
Day 8: Songdowon International Children’s Camp, Sondowon Sea Bathing 
resort, Wonsan revolutionaty sites.  Travel back to Pyonyang in the 
afternoon. Mansudae Art Studio 
 
Day 9: depart for Beijing by JS151
